The Roadshow, which will be broadcast live on radio stations 1420 WLNA and 1260 WBNR, will feature an expert panel including Steve Sadowski, Harry Blair, and Ian Weatherly who together with radio show personality Bruce Owens, will discuss the clocks and watches, their description, their repair ability and their value live on the air.   
At the Dutchess County Fair held August 22 through 27, there will be an opportunity to enter a drawing for an antique clock worth over $500! The 1800’s clock has a European 8 day time and strike movement which

strikes on the hours and half hours with a cathedral gong.  It has a large 7 inch silver dial, the case is 
mahogany with a wood inlay and there is a brass bezel with curved glass and brass ball feet.  To have the opportunity to win this fine clock, visitors to the Fair should stop by the Clock Shop at the Antiques Museum Village & Machinery Building, fill out a coupon and deposit it in the entry box or bring it along to the Roadshow where a winner will be announced at 10:30 that morning.
