An “Evaluation Fair” may help you get answers to those questions and others.  It’s just part of the National Association of Watch and Clock Collectors’ Florida Regional scheduled for February 10th and 11th at the Ocean Center Convention Center in Daytona Beach and is open to both NAWCC members and the general public.

The Florida Gold Coast Chapter 60, host of the Regional, is planning a full two-day event complete with a variety of free opportunities for everyone. Included in the Regional is the Evaluation Fair scheduled for Saturday from 10:30 – 3 p.m. where visitors may bring their favorite timepiece and receive valuable information from one of four experts.  Each professional will be equipped with the internet and all the resources necessary to give those attending an idea of the value of their timepiece.
The Mart is an opportunity for everyone to see over 800 tables full of watches, clocks, books, and tools related to timekeeping.   This is the first time in NAWCC’s history that the Mart will be open to the public with guided tours from 12 – 5 p.m. on Friday and 10 – 3 p.m. on Saturday.  
The exhibit “Electric Horology” will encourage visitors to take a walk through time and experience the development of the electric clocks.  From the simplest dresser clock to some of the most complex and beautiful clocks, these timepieces will bring back memories of times long past.  Those visiting will probably leave saying, “I remember that from Grandma’s house”!
