His work also includes wood and metal fabrication along with the latest CAD-CAM technology.

On Sunday at 4 p.m., Ken Erlenbusch will tell listeners “Everything You Wanted to Know about French Clocks, Except the Movements.”  Erlenbusch has 40 years of experience and has refinished over 600 carriage clocks. He will explain fire gliding, electroplating, champleve, and bulle techniques.
